Answer the following questions based on the video Caught in the Net that your teacher played.  You will be graded on how seriously you answer the questions. 

1. At one point, Adam resents Angel’s skeptical probing and says he feels like he’ll never go on-line again. Does this video make you feel like quitting your on-line activities or avoiding any personal involvement? Does it make you think about taking more precautions?
2. As they enter the “cybercave”, Angel reminds Adam of Goethe’s quote: “We are not deceived . . . we deceive ourselves.” What does this say about an individual’s responsibility for finding or telling the truth?     Does this always apply?
3. Educator Stephen J. Brookfield defines the four main components of critical thinking as: (1) questioning assumptions; (2) detecting bias; (3) analyzing context; and (4) seeking alternatives. In this video, Angel challenges Adam to use all four approaches to think critically about his on-line activities. Describe the details of how she does this. To what extent could you apply this kind of critical thinking?
4. How did and why did Adam deceive the person on the other end of the Internet chat-room conversation (Raven)?
5. We often use deception to help us feel more in control of a situation, and to feel more comfortable with another person.  Do you think that there is more deception while people chat on the computer?  Why
6. List at least 5 dangerous activities that you could encounter in Edmonton. For each item, list comparable potential hazards on the Internet.
7. List 10 benefits of the Internet and 10 potential problems with the Internet.
8. List five safety tips that you should follow when using the Internet.
9. Describe what you though about internet usage in general and your personal internet usage as you watched the video.
10. Near the end of the film there were some radio news headlines pertaining to building a bomb.  What was the bomb designed to do while it was being built?
11. How do you react when you encounter a web site that seems like the information might be wrong, destructive, or intended to deceive the visitor?  
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
